Partnership to Prevent Child Abuse (PPCA)
Application for MINI-GRANTS

The Partnership to Prevent Child Abuse (PPCA) consists of Family & Children First (FCF), Exploited Children’s Help Organization (ECHO) and the University of Louisville, Kent School of Social Work.  Funded by a two-year grant from the U.S. Department of Justice, Office of Justice Programs, the partnership is seeking to reduce child abuse and neglect in the Metro Louisville/Jefferson County area by implementing a prevention strategy that consists of community education (primary prevention) and intervention (secondary/tertiary prevention).  
Specifically, PPCA will educate 1,500 families in the community on recognizing signs of abuse and neglect, reporting responsibilities, referral sources and treatment options.  The delivery of this education program will utilize a community education approach in a group format in settings currently familiar to families – faith-based and community organizations.  Families who participate in the community education programs and want/need counseling services, will be referred to FCF for evidenced-based treatment interventions.  
This mini-grant project will increase the capacity of faith-based and community organizations to provide prevention services to reduce child abuse and neglect in Metro-Louisville/Jefferson County.  Additionally, PPCA is seeking to support thoughtful activities, projects, and professional development in the field of child abuse prevention.
This request for application (RFA) is divided into three sections:

PROJECT INFORMATION

Project overview and purpose 

The purpose of the Mini-grant project is to increase the capacity of faith-based and community organizations to provide prevention services to reduce child abuse and neglect in Metro-Louisville/Jefferson County. Ten faith-based/community organizations will be chosen to receive mini grants to aid them in developing capacity and competency in the field of child abuse prevention.  In addition to the expectations listed below, mini-grants funds can be used for a variety of purposes, such as staff development, investigating community needs and desires regarding child abuse issues, enhancing current prevention programs or services, and developing activities to strengthen families in your community. It is not necessary to have experience in child abuse prevention or programming to receive a grant. 

Project timeline 

Applications are due February 22, 2008.  Mini-grant awardees will be announced March 7, 2008 and successful applicants will be notified by mail.  Mini-grants must be used by August 30, 2008. 

Expectations of recipients 
Mini-grant awardees will be expected to perform the following:
▪
Designate at least one staff person to participate in a PPCA training session

▪
Sponsor a child abuse prevention program for parents and children delivered by ECHO at your facility at least three times during the Mini-grant period

▪
Use a portion of the mini-grant funds for the educational programs sponsored, to include

meals for families, snacks, incentives, personnel cost, or other expenses

▪
Keep PPCA grant review committee (GRC) current on the status of activities

▪
Participate in the evaluation process to assess the impact of activities performed

▪
Provide a 1-3 page report to GRC by Friday, September 12, 2008 detailing how funds


were used and outcomes achieved

Awards and benefits 

Grants of $2,000 will be provided to successful applicants. Grant recipients will be provided with a certificate of award and a toolkit of child abuse prevention curriculum, including: videos, handouts, information, and ideas. Mini-grant recipients that demonstrate exceptional success and accomplish expected outcomes may be given priority if applying for a second year of funding.  
APPLICATION PROCESS

Deadline 

Proposals must be received at the FC&F office in hard-copy on or before February 22, 2008 at 5:00 PM.  Late or incomplete proposals will not be considered. 

Eligibility 

Any non-profit organization, which meets all of the following criteria, is eligible to apply:

▪The organization must provide the majority of its services to the residents of


  Metro Louisville/Jefferson County.


▪The organization must have a functional board of directors.

▪The organization must have proof of nonprofit status.  Public schools, private schools, and    
  faith-based organizations (churches, synagogues, and mosques) are encouraged to apply.

Format
Submit five (5) hard-copies through the mail.  Address for submission is located in the contact section below.
1. Proposals must include a cover sheet (template attached).
2. Project narrative should be no longer than two- single-spaced pages and should be in 12 point Times New Roman or Arial Font (template attached).

3. Budget and budget justification (template attached); briefly outlining how you anticipate funds to be allocated.
4. Letter of Commitment (template attached)
5. Letter of endorsement from an outside agency stating your organization’s strengths and 
ability to carry out proposed grant activities.

6. Proof of nonprofit status

 Please assemble your proposal in the order of 1. through 6. above.  Do not include brochures, presentations, or other attachments.

Evaluation and award process 

Evaluation of proposals will be completed by the Grant Review Committee. All identifying 

information regarding the applicant will be removed before review. Scoring will follow a 25-point scale according to the guidelines below: 


▪Intended use of grant/Problem Statement (10 points)

▪Budget justification and how funds will be allocated (5 points)


▪Expected impact of grant (5 points)


▪Likelihood of success (5 points) 
Applicants will be notified of committee’s decision by mail by March 7, 2008.
